Donna Partington was the youngest of 11 children
(including two half-brothers whose mother had diedd they
were raised by their maternal grandmother). | was the
one closest in age to her.

When she was about two years of age, my parents felt
she was not developing like the other children and took
her to a pediatrician in Burlington IA. He advised them
that she had sustained a brain injury at birth and sug-
gested they take her to th
sity of lowa. This was done and they confirmed the ear-
lier diagnosis.

I'n my motherés writings of
tioned that she and my dad spoke nary a word on the way
back home. When they did arrive home, my mother went
behind the woodshed and cried her eyes out.

Donna was unable to talk or go to school My parents
kept her at home on the farm until they retired and moved
to town, and with the help of all the other children they
were able to care for her. We took Donna with us every-
where. As a teenager it was embarrassing for me, at
times, to be with her as she would giggle and make loud
noises.

After my father died, she was placed in a Development
Center where she worked in a workshop and resided
there during the week. My mother, who was getting up in
age, had to solely care for her on weekends and see that
she got to and from the Center. My mother then decided
she needed a permanent home, and she was placed in a
care facility. A medical problem arose, and she was then
put in a nursing home. Several years ago, she lost most
of her sight due to an eye infection.

Donna sustained a massive heart attack on August 9 and
died August 16"™. She was 75 years of age. On her

tronic funds transfer or you simply choose to write one check per month rather than four or five and you find yourself sim-

ply throwing away the preprinted weekly envelopes, you may want to let us know that you do not need preprinted enve-

lopes any more. We do try to cull the list each year based on your giving patterns, but sometimes people like to use the
preprinted envelopes as a visual reminder. Preprinted envelopes make giving easy if you are a weekly, biweekly or fairly
