I've been watching nature prepare for the fall season. There are some trees
that have already turned bright red and others that still have that summer green. The
geese are moving overhead and the frogs are croaking in my water garden in the
backyard. So I've been thinking about seasons. My nieces have started their fall soc-
cer season. Their triplet brother has started his new hockey season. Their older
brother has moved to fall baseball season, and his hockey season will soon begin.

In Genesis God created a way for the seasons to change, “And God said, ‘Let
there be lights in the dome of the sky to separate the day from the night; and let them
be for signs and for seasons and for days and years, and let them be the lights in the
dome of the sky to give light upon the earth.” And it was so” (Genesis 1:14-15).
Those ancient people depended on the moon and the stars. They used the lights in
the dome of the sky to mark important events, they eventually worked out a calendar,
and when lights in the dome began to show some changes they knew that the sea-
sons were going to change as well.

God gave us seasons of change for a reason. Even in those parts of our
country and the world where people go to escape the northern winter season, there is
a time of change for nature. Itis a time for nature to take a rest and rejuvenate, so
that when the next season comes we can see God'’s creation in a wondrous array of
color and new life.

The writer of Ecclesiastes tells us that, “For everything there is a season, and
a time for every matter under heaven” (3:1). We human beings go through many sea-
sons during our lifetime. We are born and we grow up and the season changes from
being cared for and nurtured by parents and other extended family members to nur-
turing and caring for ourselves and extending that care to others. We may have a
season of prosperity and then a season of pain. There may be a season of doubts
that turns into a season of great faith. There may be a season of walking through the
wilderness that leads us to a season of walking in amazing light. There is a season
where we are independent and able to do things for ourselves, then there may come
a season where we need to turn to others to help us get through the day. Some of
the seasons we live through are easy some are filled with burdens.

We may mark these seasons on the days, weeks, months, or years of a cal-
endar, but those calendars are still guided by “the lights in the dome of the sky, giving
light to the earth.” And the lights in the dome of the sky were created by the God who
walks with us in all of the seasons of our lives.

So whatever season you find yourself in, trust that God is with you and if you
ever doubt, step outside of your door and look up at the dome of the sky and gaze at
the beautiful lights. Ponder the sight of the twinkling stars and know that the God of
all creation is with you.

Our society and world are 4,
moving ever faster with com-
munications and all the new
technologies that are sup-
posed to make our lives eas-
ier. Sometimes, | wonder if
this is really true, or if we are overwhelmed by this constant
bombardment of information. Have you ever felt the frustra-
tion or anger when trying to deal with customer service or
technology help lines? Maybe you have felt frustration
when dealing with the healthcare industry or even trying to
schedule all your children’s activities. On the other hand,
maybe you have been hurt by misinformation. The ways
that we handle these stresses can be reflected in our body,
mind, and spirit. How do you handle stress?

Do you become upset, hurt, anxious, or depressed? Are
you someone that keeps it bottled up inside? If you tend to
hold things in, then you are stressing your body over time.
Your nervous system generates the “fight or flight” re-
sponse and this chronic stress will drain the body. The
heart rate increases to supply the body and can lead to the
increased risks of hypertension, heart attack, or stroke.
Your muscles respond by tensing up which may promote
tension or migraine headaches. Then your stomach can
develop pain with or without ulcers. Finally, your respiratory
system can cause you to hyperventilate which can trigger
panic or asthma attacks.

Instead of holding things in, do you tend to lash out at
others? | heard an interesting story about a popular semi-
nary professor’s class, where one day the class entered the
room to find a large paper target hanging on the wall and a
number of darts on a nearby table. They were asked to
draw someone that they were angry with. Several in the
class drew pictures with great care and detail, and then the
pictures were placed over the target while the class mem-
bers were allowed to throw the darts at it. After awhile the
professor stopped the activity and slowly removed the pic-
tures. When he finally removed the target, there was a pic-
ture of Jesus with cuts and tears from the darts. The class
was silent. What would you feel if you were sitting in that
class? | know it made me stop and think about my own re-
sponses to others.

When faced with situations, which cause anger, frustra-
tion, or hurt, there are choices that we make. And these
choices direct the three ways we can come away from that
situation. We can come out better, the same or worse than
when the situation began. When faced with one of these
situations, which choice are you going to aim for next time?
How are you going to handle your stressful situations?

Here are a few simple ways to reduce your stress: pray,
meditate, read the Bible, take deep breaths, count to ten
before you react, take a walk, stretch the muscles, think
positively, listen to music, talk to someone about your feel-
ings, and seek help when you need it.
